Our belief is that by following the teachings of
Mahatmayji, there can be peace in this country, in this international world, in this world,
people can get happiness. As far as the question of the countries of South Asia is concerned,

we are talking about our relations. For whom 1s it being made, that it 1s their friendship.

And they have no quarrel with each other that Afghanistan is a very small country, no
problem with them. So, if my friend and our countrymen have come to this conclusion that
this bomb which is being made for India, we think that our result will not be far from the
truth. We had decided, till date this is our decision. We do not want to make less. In the race
of making bombs, we are I don't want to say this. But if Pakistan continues to follow its
intentions and try to make and collect bombs, I and my friends will have to reconsider the
whole question.
